Tournament Objectives

The objective of Swords Street Leagues is to provide a summer football tournament for schoolboys and girls based on the various areas in Swords and its surrounding areas.

Swords Street Leagues will consist of 6 separate tournaments – U8, U10, U12, U14, U16 and U18.

Each team will be formed of players representing a different area in Swords.

The areas to be represented at each age group will vary and will depend on the numbers taking part and the areas that they come from.

Where possible each tournament will consist of 8 teams divided into two groups of four.
There is a provision to expand the number of teams beyond 8 at the U8 and U10 age groups.
At U8 and U10 ages, the teams will compete in 7 a-side games under the rules of the small-sided games of the NDSL.

At all other ages the teams will compete in 11 a-side games where possible under the rules of 11 a-side games of the NDSL.
Area Teams
Teams will consist of players drawn from particular areas in Swords.

Teams will be accommodated on a first come first served basis.

Applications are invited from groups of players who wish to form a team to represent an area, or from individual players who wish to be assigned to teams.

Each team must have at least one adult representative who will act as a point of contact for the tournament.

Where there are not enough players from a particular area, players will be added to teams from adjoining areas.  

The organisers will ensure that all who wish to play will be assigned to the nearest appropriate team.

Area teams may use guest players from outside the area at the discretion of the organising committee.

There may be two teams from an area if necessary.

There will be no limit on squad sizes, but you must bear in mind that only 7 players can be on the pitch for 7 a-side games and 11 for 11 a-side.

The organising committee’s decision will be final in all cases when assigning players.
Girls may participate up to the U12 age group in accordance with SFAI rules.
Registration
All teams must be registered in advance.

All players must be registered and assigned to a team.

Registration fee is €5 per player.

The ages applicable to each age group are as follows:
U8 
Born on or after 1st Jan 2002
U10 
Born on or after 1st Jan 2000
U12 
Born on or after 1st Jan 1998
U14 
Born on or after 1st Jan 1996
U16 
Born on or after 1st Jan 1994
U18 
Born on or after 1st Jan 1992
Competitions
There will be a perpetual trophy awarded to the winning team in each competition.
There will be a set of medals awarded to the winners and runners up in each competition.

The organising committee will finalise all squads of players.

The organising committee will draw the teams in each group in advance of each competition.

Each team representative will be provided with a set of fixtures.

The fixtures cannot be changed in any circumstances.

Matches

All 7 a-side matches will be of 40 minutes duration consisting of 2 halves of 20 mins each.

All 11 a-side matches will be of 60 minutes duration consisting of 2 halves of 30 mins each.

The organising committee will provide a referee for each match.

In 7 a-side competition all players in a match squad must play a minimum of 15 mins in each match.
The adult representative will be responsible for all match arrangements for each team.
